Ian Currie, the speaker booked for our March talk was unfortunately taken ill and was unable to come so thankfully our old friend and stalwart Dr. Janet Pennington stepped in at the last moment to give her talk on Chantonbury Ring. There were several earlier names for Chantonbury - Chankbury, Changebury or Chankburry until late 18th century when the current version was finally settled upon. 
A ring of beech trees was planted by the landowner Charles Goring in 1760 and he refers to the name as Chankburry in documents of 1786.  Trees were replanted over the next 230 years as they died or were uprooted by storms. The Great Storm of 1987 resulted in the uprooting of about 75% of the ring. In 1990 400 mainly beech trees were planted to replace those lost in 1987.
